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We know how Japanese society survived the 
nuclear disaster. But today, when we boarded 
the train from Tokyo to Hiroshima, the entire 
trip took just 4 hours.  

 It was a fast train and I thought about the fact 
that it is the same distance from Kyiv to 
Simferopol, Crimea. And I dream that one day 
it will be possible to reach Crimea by such a 
train. This will be the Victory Train, because the 
best Japanese technologies will become part 
of the reconstruction of Ukraine.
